As the COVID-19 pandemic impacted our world, the St. Dominic community rose to 
the challenge, transitioning overnight to to meet students’ spiritual, intellectual, social 
and emotional needs in an ever-changing world. Our community came together to 
complete a challenging, but incredibly fulfilling school year.
